RETURN THE FAVOR

Exposure is key to an artist’s
career, just as new stimulation is
key to an artist’s development.

Kansas City’s Urban Culture
Project continues to provide
both in an exchange of shows be-
tween Kansas City and Austin,
Texas, artists. :

Earlier this month the Kansas
City component of the exchange,
“Slow Cooked: New Art From
Kansas City,” featuring works by
Marcus Cain, Michael Converse,
Colin Leipelt, Kacy Maddux and
James Woodfill, opened at the
artist-run Okay Mountain gallery
in Austin.

On Saturday the UCP opens
two shows of Austin artists:
“Texpose: New Art From Aus-
tin” and “It's Gonna Be Reve-
rything” at its Paragraph and
Project Space galleries, 21-23 E.
12th St., with a free public recep-
tion from 6 to 9 p.m.

Kansas City painter Grant
Miller and Charlotte Street
Foundation associate director
Kate Hackman chose works by
six Austin artists for the “Tex-
pose” show, which focuses, they

say, on “experimental perform-
ance-based video work in the
hopes of encouraging more work
of this ilk'in Kansas City.”

The curators also see a parallel
between the Austin artists’ “high
level of craftsmanship, attention
to detail, and labor-intensive
process” and the work of many
Kansas City artists.

The “It's Gonna Be Reveryth-
ing” exhibit features works by
members of the Okay Mountain
collective, the artists who run the
Okay Mountain gallery in Aus-
tin. For the last five days they've
been camped out at the Para-
graph/Project Space working on
their installation.
